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Error Types
A highly chosen incorrect response indicates students
may have made one or more of these error types:

o Procedural Errors Students cannot complete
content specific procedures accurately. Make low-
level mistake/careless error.

o Application Errors Students cannot transfer learning
between contexts (item doesn’t look like samples
used in class) or stop too early in problem solving.

e Conceptual Errors Students have misunderstanding
about the underlying concepts. Mix up concepts.
